


A NOTE OF EXPLANATION:  The underlined portions are the proposed changes to the law. 


The underlined and Italic portion was added by the attorneys to make the state law compatible with the "requirements” of the Federal law that make our proposed "exemptions" possible. 


There is a possibility (pending the attorney's findings), we may try to change "Section 4" (the last line),to have the changes go into effect upon the Governor’s signing.





IMPORTANT POINTS:  We have chosen this proposal as the result of much careful consideration. It is not just a pro-gun change to the law.  It is a true "keystone" in a plan to protect our rights through the legislative process.  It’s success depends upon grassroots support!  That means you tell your friends and all of you, communicate loudly to your State Representative and Senator to help get this passed!     


	Dealing with political reality has taught us some important points.  Even the best of efforts to address legislation by isolated groups across the commonwealth have been frustrating at best, and nearly always doomed to fail.  Coordinated, well timed, and properly orchestrated, statewide grass root proposals have the best track record for success. 


Tell your legislators you expect them to commit to passage of HB-564.  Their first step should be to contact Rep. Teresa Forcier’s office.  The time to weigh in with support for the “Right to Have and Bear Arms” in Pennsylvania is NOW!   Together, we will make the difference!   





WHY SHOULD THIS PASS ?  #1.  Because we-all know someone must put the brakes on the run-away anti-gun legislative assault of our rights.
